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“Choose You This Day”

After forty years of wandering in the wil-
derness, the children of Israel followed the
godly leadership of Joshua into the promised
land. The record states, “the LORD gave unto
Israel all the land which He sware to give unto
their fathers; and they possessed it, and dwelt
therein. And the LORD gave them rest round
about, according to all that He sware unto
their fathers: and there stood not a man of all
their enemies before them; the LORD deliv-
ered all their enemies into their hand. There
failed not ought of any good thing which the
LORD had spoken unto the house of Israel; all
came to pass” (Jos. 21:43-45). About fourteen
years later, Joshua gives his last address to the
people of God. In this address, in the one hun-
dred and tenth year of his life, Joshua pro-
claims, “if it seem evil unto you to serve the
LORD, choose you this day whom ye will
serve; whether the gods which your fathers
served that were on the other side of the flood,
or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye
dwell: but as for me and my house, we will
serve the LORD” 24:15). There are many won-
derful and powerful lessons from this state-
ment, but let us examine just a few.

One, man must “Choose” whom he will
serve. Every individual is responsible for mak-
ing this choice. He can choose to serve the

One, True God of Heaven or he can choose to
serve one of the many false gods that man has
devised which cannot save themselves, much
less mankind (cf., 1 Sam. 5:3-7). Man cannot
choose to “sit on the fence.” Jesus says, “no
man can serve two masters: for either he will
hate the one, and love the other; or else he
will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye
cannot serve God and mammon” (Mat. 6:24).
God does not force men to serve Him; He
gently calls upon man to obey Him and waits
for our response (2 The. 2:14; Mat. 11:28-30).

Second, it is “you” who must do the
choosing. No one can choose for you, nor can
you choose for someone else. God says, “the
soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not
bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the
father bear the iniquity of the son: the right-
eousness of the righteous shall be upon him,
and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon
him” (Eze. 18:20). God had proven Himself to
be faithful and true to the Israelites time and
again. Only a fool would have chosen to serve
someone or thing other than the Almighty
God. The same is true to this day. God has not
changed (Mal. 3:6). God has proven His love
for us by sending His only begotten Son to die
on the cross for our sins. He has revealed unto
us, by means of the Gospel of Christ, the plan



by which man can be saved by Jesus’ blood
(Rom. 1:16-17; Rev. 1:5; Acts 2:38-47; 22:16).
Still, He calls and waits for you to respond.

Third, the choice that you must make is
so important, that you should make the deci-
sion “this day.” The Lord beckons, “behold,
now is the accepted time; behold, now is the
day of salvation” (2 Cor. 6:2). The inspired
James writes, “whereas ye know not what
shall be on the morrow. For what is your life?
It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little
time, and then vanisheth away” (Jam. 4:14).
Today is the day of salvation, because we are
not promised a tomorrow.

On this day, you could make the greatest
choice of your entire life — to serve the True
and Living God. By faith (Heb. 11:6), you can
repent of your past sins (Luke 13:3), confess
the Deity of Jesus (Acts 8:37), and be baptized,
immersed in water, to have your past sins
washed away (Acts 22:16). You will then be
added to the Lord’s Church by God, Himself
(Acts 2:38, 47). You can then begin living
your life as “a new creature” (2 Cor. 5:17). You
can also follow the wonderful example of a
loving parent, and declare, “as for me and my
house, we will serve the LORD” (Jos. 24:15).

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7 THINGS THAT WILL HELP YOU
GROW SPIRITUALLY

1 - LIVE and WORK to reach others each day as
if you knew the world were going to come to an
end next Sunday. Think of that feeling of urgency
and priority! (Read 2 Pet. 3:1-12).

2 - BE AS ENTHUSIASTIC about the church and

its services as you would be if there were an over-
flowing crowd each time. Think of the interest, an-
ticipation, and excitement of an overflow crowd!

3 - COUNT YOUR BLESSINGS. Make a list of
the things you are thankful to God for and thank
Him for them one by one as you pray. This will help
you to be grateful (Phil. 4:6). It will also help you to
realize your dependence upon God (Acts 17:24-
25,28; John 15:5).

4 - MAKE & MAINTAIN A LIST OF YOUR
FAULTS. And pray for forgiveness and help to
overcome them as you truly strive to overcome them.
This will help us see that we are really not as good
as we think we are and how very much we really do
need Christ for Savior. It will also help us to empa-
thize with the faults of others (James 5:16; Gal. 6:1).

5 - KEEP A QUIET TIME. Set aside 30 minutes
every day to spend with God in prayer, Bible
study, and meditation. If you really love someone,
you want to spend some time with them. Just so, if
you truly love God you want to spend some time
alone with Him (Psa. 1:2; 1 Thess. 5:17; Luke 18:1).
First century Christians kept an “hour of
prayer” (Acts 13:1).

6 - VISIT SOMEONE FOR CHRIST EACH WEEK.
Visit some member you do not know very well; or a
sick person; or a visitor you brought to worship; or
a weak member who needs encouragement; or
someone who needs to become a Christian.

7 - REACH ANOTHER PERSON (RAP). Conduct
a Bible class in your home once a month and invite
your relatives and friends who need to obey the
gospel. The preacher or elders will assist you if you
desire. There are 168 hours in a week. If you were
to attend Sunday School, morning worship, and
evening worship on Sundays and Bible study on
Wednesday, 30 minutes 6 days a week in Bible
reading, prayer, and meditation, and conduct an
hour long study once a month, you would be giving
God less than 10 hours a week, leaving you with
158.
