     Would you like to know what the Bible

¶ Be baptized (Mat. 28:18-20; Rom. 6:1-

6)  

¶ Be faithful (Rev. 2:10; Acts 2:42)  

     There are thousands of man-made 
religious churches in our nation. Most all of 

them claim to be the one body of Christ! 

How can that be? Compare Godôs plan of 

salvation with what they teach. Now, put 
your ear down here: ñNow I beseech you, 

brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and 
that there be no divisions among you; but 

that ye be perfectly joined together in the 

same mind and in the same judgmentò (1 

Cor. 1:10). Has the Lord added you to His 

church?

For the husband is the head of the wife, 

even as Christ is the head of the 

church: and he is the saviour of the 

bodyò (Eph. 5:23). Christ is in the best 

position to know who is in His church, since 

He is the Savior of the body, the church 

(Col. 1:18-24).  

     Have you ever wondered how many 

bodies there are belonging to Christ? The 

Bible gives the answer in clarion tone: 
ñThere is one body, and one Spirit, even as 

ye are called in one hope of your calling; 

One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God 
and Father of all, who is above all, and 

through all, and in you allò (Eph. 4:4-6). Just 

as a husband is to have but one wife, a body 

has only one head. The church of Christ has 
only one Savior, Who is Jesus Christ. There 

are just as many churches (bodies) as there 

are Gods or as there are Lords! There is one 
God! There is one Lord! Hence, there is one 

body! If there is one body, and there is, then 

there is only one church (Eph. 1:22-23).  

     Have you ever wanted to be a part of the 

church that you can read about in the pages 

of your New Testament? You need to know 

that you cannot ñjoinò the church of the 
Bible. You ought to know that you cannot 

be ñvotedò into the church that Christ built. 

You need to be aware that you cannot ñbuyò 
your entrance into the church of the New 

Testament. There is only one way that any 

man has ever been granted admittance into 

the church of God. Note carefully, ñAnd the 
Lord added to the church daily such as
