he impression has been left today 
that the Bible is an ñold peopleôsò 
book.  Many young people have 

been led to think that they need a math 
book, science book or an English book, but 
not the Book of Books.  Older people have 
age, experience and wisdom that come with 
age; experiences from heartache, and a 
more serious outlook on life.  These are ad-
vantages young people do not have. 

     Young people need the Bible because it 
is the Book of Life and only through the 
study of this Book of Life can we grow in 
wisdom and favor with God. 

     Young people need the Bible to enable 
them to live in the world rather than the 
world living in them.  The Bible is the only 
book that can fill the vacuum within a per-
son to keep the world out.  The heart is not 
going to stay empty long after reaching the 
age of reasoning.  It will be filled with 
something.  David said, ñThy word have I 
hid in my heart that I might not sin against 
Theeò (Psalm 111:9). 

     The Bible does not fail to compliment 
the young for in I John 2:14, the apostle 
John praises the young because they were 
strong in the faith, the word of God was in 
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A Message For ALL AGES!

he good news of Jesus Christ is a message 
for all ages. Since this message is so im-

portant, it must be adapted to different age 
groups. Jesus adapted His teachings to His 
listeners by speaking to them in parables 
(Matt. 13:15). All Christians and individuals 
of all ages should be in Bible class on Sunday 
mornings to learn His message and teachings.   

    THE MASTER TEACHER WANTS 
YOU HERE. In the Great Commission as 
recorded by Matthew, Jesus told His disciples 
to go teach, baptize then teach. (Matt. 28:19, 
20). We therefore are under an obligation to 
learn, be baptized, and learn. Teaching plays 
an integral part in God's plan (2 Tim. 2:2). 
Christ said: ñIt is written in the prophets, and 
they shall be all taught of God. Every man 
therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of 
the Father, cometh unto me (John 6:44, 45).  

    THE APOSTLES WOULD WANT 
YOU IN BIBLE CLASS. Throughout the 
writings of Paul, Peter, and John the emphasis 
upon learning and education is a great one. 
Peter admonishes us to grow in the grace and 
knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ (II Pet. 3:18). If Bible class is eliminat-
ed, you would have far less time out of the 
week to do it on your own.  Be honest with 
yourself.  If you do not attend Bible school, 
do you really spend significant time in in-
depth study of the Bible during the week?  
Hearing the sermon is not enough. Paul dis-
tinguishes for us the difference between 
preachers and teachers (Eph. 4:11).  

    YOUR LEADERS AND TEACHER 
WANT YOU HERE. Is anyone so smart in 
the Bible that they don't need a teacher? The 
teacher's aim is to help and guide the one 
taught by the communication and knowledge. 

The eunuch didn't have a correct under-
standing. He asked the question: ñHow can 
I except some man guide me?ò (Acts8:31).  

     Christians are commanded to ñObey them 
that have the rule over you, and submit your-
selves: for they watch for your 
soulséò (Heb. 13:17).  The Elders have 
designated times for the saints to gather for 
the purpose of group Bible study 

    Sunday school is a time of character 
building. The teaching and learning of 
God's Word develops the best in boys and 
girls, men and women.  

    YOU SHOULD WANT TO BE 
HERE.  Why would a ñfaithfulò Christian 
not want to learn more about Christ, God 
and the Bible?  Unfortunately, this is the 
attitude of many Christians.  They offer ex-
cuses or simply have no desire. Two of the 
more common excuses and dodges around 
going to Bible class are these:   ñI have to 
get up early; itôs my only day off;" and  ñIt 
is too difficult to get the kids ready."  

    One of the best ways to obtain the right 
answer to what God would have you to do 
for salvation is to be in Bible school and to 
be involved in the work in the church. The 
Bible has the right answer to the question, 
ñWhat must I do to be saved?ò  It has the 
right answers to the questions: ñWhat 
should I do to become a Christian?ò and  to 
"What should I do to remain a Christian?" 

     As the wrong answers in mathematics 
would bring forth failure, so the wrong an-
swer spiritually will also bring forth failure.  
Come to Bible school  and study God's an-
swer book so that you can have the right 
answers.
