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òAnd Be Ye Thankfuló 

and godliness (2 Pet. 1:3). We can be thankful 
that we are not persecuted for reaching out to 
our fellow countrymen with the saving Gospel 
of  Jesus Christ (2 Thess. 3:1). Our thanksgiv-
ing reaches beyond this world and beyond this 
life.  First Peter 1:3-7 expresses our hope.  

Blessed [be] the God and Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, which according to his 
abundant mercy hath begotten us again 
unto a lively hope by the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ from the dead, to an inher-
itance incorruptible, and undefiled, and 
that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven 
for you, who are kept by the power of 
God through faith unto salvation ready to 
be revealed in the last time. Wherein ye 
greatly rejoice, though now for a season, 
if need be, ye are in heaviness through 
manifold temptations: hat the trial of 
your faith, being much more precious 
than of gold that perisheth, though it be 
tried with fire, might be found unto 
praise and honour and glory at the ap-
pearing of Jesus Christ: 

       Paul warns against being unthankful.  He 
tells the young preacher of ñtimes of perilò to 
come: ñThis know also, that in the last days 
perilous times shall come. For men shall be 
lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, 
proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, 
unthankful, unholy, éò  (2Tim. 3:1-2). 

I  
n keeping with a custom that is older than 
our nation, America will observe Thanks-

giving on  Thursday, November 23rd.  Every 
Christian should know that Thanksgiving 
should not be relegated to a single date, for 
the Bible demands Thanksgiving (I Chron. 
16:34; Psa. 96:2, 107:8, 116:17; Phil. 4:6; I 
Tim. 2:1).  ñAnd let the peace of God rule in 
your hearts, to the which also ye are called in 
one body; and be ye thankfulò (Col. 3:15). 

       Although there are many things that raise 
the concern of Christians for the welfare of 
our country, we still have much for which to 
be thankful as Americans. We can be thankful 
that we have the right of free speech, freedom 
of religion, the right to choose how we will 
make our living and where we will live, and 
the right to our day in court if falsely accused 
of a wrong doing.  

        Faithful Christians, however, also have 
blessings more important for which to be 
thankful, ones that our fellow Americans do 
not enjoy. We can be thankful that we follow 
the pattern for salvation and worship that our 
Creator has revealed to us (Mark 16:15-16; 
Acts 2:38 John 4:23-24; Eph. 5:19). Those 
have been made available to us by our Savior 
who loved us and gave Himself for us (Gal. 
1:4; 2:20; Titus 2:14). We can be thankful that 
God has given us all things that pertain to life 
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faithful service rendered to others; there is the 
occasioning of thanksgiving on the part of 
others. How much of the Bible is devoted to 
the matter of offering of thanks!  

     The spirit of thankfulness does not 
abound, we fear, in our world. It never does 
when men turn away from spirituality. But it 
will be, and it must be, within the saints of 
God! They wish to abide by all things taught 
of God, and they wish to heed this command: 
ñ...be ye thankful!ò  

     Those who have never obeyed the Gospel, 
and those who have obeyed but have not re-
mained faithful to it, still have the blessings 
of America and her freedoms for which to be 
thankful. However, those who hold faithfully 
to the Gospel and all things attendant to it, 
have not only the blessings of this life for 
which to be thankful, but also for the hope 
that is laid up in heaven for us. As we enjoy a 
Thanksgiving Day with the turkey and all the 
trimmings with our families and friends, let 
us above all things give thanks to God for the 
mystery that He has revealed in His only be-
gotten Son, and that we have much more to 
be thankful for than just the blessings of this 
life. We have those of the next life as well. 
Happy Thanksgiving! 

 

       One at peace with God, so says Paul, has 
the proper basis on which to stand and be 
thankful (Col. 3:15). Thanksgiving will be in 
the heart of the child of God, and it will be 
there, and undiminished, regardless of things 
that happen in life that momentarily dampen 
the spirit. This is the same in regard to joy. 
Christian joy is a constant and permanent, and 
the instances of pain and sorrow that come to 
us do not at all remove the joy. Consider Job 
and the notification of the great and hurtful 
losses of his goods and children. His response: 
ñThe Lord giveth, and the Lord taketh away; 
Blessed be the name of the Lordò (Job 1:21).  

       Christians must always display the spirit 
of thankfulness. In these times, too few people 
desire to look upward toward God. We indeed 
can become likewise, in that we will take our 
daily food, along with all other benefits the 
Almighty provides, and never consider the 
Source of it. We should be so thankful, and for 
so many things, that we immediately know 
that it is beyond our ability to number them. 
We should teach our children the same. 
(1 Tim. 3:4). To be properly thankful, the pri-
orities of life must be in order. Consider these 
priorities for thanksgiving: 

(1) Give thanks always for all things. (Eph. 
5:20) 

(2) In everything by prayer, supplication 
with thanksgiving. (Phil. 4:6)  

(3) Receive the blessing of meals with 
thanksgiving.  (I Tim. 4:3-4) 

(4) Abound in the faith with thanksgiving. 
(Col. 2:7) 

(5) For all men, intercessions, prayers, etc. 
with thanksgiving. (I Tim. 2:1) 

(6) Benevolent work, causing many 
thanksgivings to be made. (2 Cor. 
9:12)
