
his or her father as a role model. Therefore, 
men should be very careful what their children 
see them doing. A father also must be sure that 
his children knows what he is doing even when 
he thinks that heôs not being watched. Consider 
examples from the Old Testament. In the histo-
ry of the divided kingdom of Israel, consider 
the behavior of Abijam the son of king Reho-
boam: "And he walked in all the sins of his 
father, which he had done before him; his heart 
was not loyal to the Lord his God..." (I Kings 
15:3). Additional statements such this appear 
in the books of Kings and Chronicles. The ex-
ample of a father led to the demise of a nation. 
Fathers must to be very careful of the life that 
they live before their children. 

As A Teacher 
A father's importance is shown in his role 

as a teacher. His example is one way in which 
he teaches, but not the only way. God com-
mands and expects the father to take an active 
role in the instruction of his children. Apostle 
Paul states: "And ye fathers, provoke not your 
children to wrath, but bring them up in the nur-
ture and admonition of the Lord" (Eph. 6:4). 
Fathers should spend time teaching their chil-
dren how to tie their shoes, put away their 
clothes, and how to get along with their broth-

FATHERS: The Glory of  

Their Children  

I n Proverbs 17:6 Solomon writes, ñChildrenôs 
children are the crown of old men; and the 
glory of children are their fathers.ò  

It would do fathers well to consider 
whether or not they are glorious or beautiful 
to our children. Solomon does not refer to 
physical attractiveness. He is instead writing 
about spiritual beauty. Just as the children of 
the virtuous woman could ñarise up and call 
her blessedò (Prov. 31:28) due to her godli-
ness, so should they also be able to speak fa-
vorably of the father who led them in the way 
of the Lord. ó 

Fathers have an extremely important role 
in the lives of their children.  They must come 
to their own realization of their importance in 
the lives of their children if they are to accom-
plish the great task that God has set before 
them. The degree of glory they enjoy from 
their children is derived from the extent to 
which they fulfill their God-given responsibil-
ities. Below are three of these responsibilities.    

As An Example 
A father is important first and foremost 

as an example to his children. The life that is 
lived before a child is of the highest value in 
that child's development. A child looks up to 
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ers and sisters. Fathers should show interest in 
how their child is doing in school and in other 
activities. However, most importantly a father 
should be active in their child's spiritual train-
ing. Ask them what they learned in Bible 
class. Ask them what they learned in worship 
services. Spend time each day teaching them a 
Bible lesson yourself. This will show your 
children that what they learn about God is im-
portant to you also. These things will help to 
mold and shape our children spiritually so that 
they will be well equipped to face the tempta-
tions which Satan hurls at them. 

As A Leader 
Lastly, the importance of a father is 

shown in his role as the physical and spiritual 
leader of the home. God has set up the home 
to be a training ground for the world. Our 
children should see that there is structure and 
organization in their lives. They need to know 
what authority is and how it is to be used.  

Being a leader involves much more than 
telling others what to do. It involves being the 
type of example that encourages others to fol-
low. God has placed the husband as head of 
the family. Many men do not fill this role ade-
quately and the responsibility is left upon the 
wife. This is tragic as it places the woman in a 
role that she was not designed to fill. Notice 
what God said concerning Abraham.  

"For I know him, that he will command 
his children and his household after him, 
and they shall keep the way of the LORD, 
to do justice and judgment;, that the 
LORD may bring upon Abraham that 
which he hath spoken of him" (Gen. 
18:19).  

God was able to bring about His promis-
es because of Abraham's role as a father. Gen-
esis 22 says of Abraham offering Isaac that 
Isaac respected his father's authority enough 
to submit to him fully (vs. 9). Abraham was 
too old to force him physically and there is 
nothing in this chapter that indicates any phys-

ical struggle between them. Abraham was the 
spiritual and physical leader of his home just 
as God had designed. 

Fathers, what are you doing in your home 
to be the glory of your children? What kind of 
example do you set before them? Are you 
dropping the family off at the church building 
so they can worship while you spend time 
elsewhere? Would it not be far better if you 
came with them to study the Bible and wor-
ship together as a family? Are you teaching 
them Godôs Word at home? Do you read the 
Bible and pray with them each evening?  

Fathers, God gave us our children as gifts 
(Psa. 127:3). While we care for their physical 
needs, we also must make sure to oversee their 
spiritual development? It should be a privilege 
to lead our children to the Lord. It is an oppor-
tunity given to both the mother and the father. 
Can your children look at the life you live, the 
spiritual leadership you provide and the exam-
ple you set and honor you for the eternal im-
pact you are having on their souls? Our fami-
lies, the Lordôs church and our nation need 
Godly fathers. Who among us fathers will step 
up and be the spiritual leaders in our homes 
that our children so desperately need?
