
God consistently encourages to live each 
day in service to Jesus. Our Lord taught us 
that we must take up our crosses daily if we 
would be His disciples (Luke 9:23). The 
Bereans were considered noble for searching 
the Scriptures daily (Acts 17:11). The early 
church was busy serving one another each 
day (Acts 6:1). We must ever be on guard 
against our adversary, the Devil, because he 
never takes a day off!  For that reason we 
are encouraged to be steadfast, unmovable, 
always abounding in the work of the Lord (1 
Cor.15:58). We should not grow weary in 
well doing, for we shall reap, if we faint not 
(Gal.6:9). What good is a religion that does 
not work every day? It is not a garment that 
can be put on and taken off whenever we 
feel the need to do so. The Scriptures 
encourage us to commit ourselves to daily 
Christian living.  

The example of Jesus Christ will help us 
to live a daily religion. Jesus sought to do 
the will of God every day. He constantly 
reminds us that He came not to do His own 
will, but the will of Him who sent him (John 
4:34; 5:30; 6:38). Even in the face of a 
painful, humiliating death, Jesus was more 
concerned about the Fatherôs will than He

O ur present society has become 
enamored with convenience. We have 

microwavable meals, ready in a jiffy. We 
have instant pudding, instant oatmeal, minute 
rice, and more. Many people ðincluding 
some Christiansð look for jobs that are all 
about less work for more money, while 
others fall for the next get-rich-quick-with-no
-effort-involved scheme. A large number of 
marriages are matters of convenience rather 
than conviction and commitment. Man now 
wants what we want, and we want it now (or 
better yet yesterday).  

Sadly, Christianity is being relegated by 
some to ñconvenientò status. Those with such 
a mentality want a religion that gives them 
everything they want, but requires nothing of 
them. We want to get something out of 
worship rather than give of ourselves in 
worship. Too many seem satisfied with a 
Sunday-only religion. Is this what 
Christianity is all about? Is there more to 
Christianity than assembling with the 
brethren for an hour or so per week? What 
will help us to live daily for our Lord?  

The encouragement of the Scriptures will 
help us to live a daily religion. The word of 

Daily Religion 
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was His own (Luke 22:42). He would teach by 
word and by example the importance of 
walking with God each day. Jesus knew that 
the time would come when His work on earth 
would cease (John 9:4). He taught us to seize 
the opportunity! Do not put off until tomorrow 
what you can do right now! The example of 
the Savior teaches us to live each day for God.  

The edification of the saved that results 
from daily Christian living should encourage 
us to that end. When we are committed to 
living each day for our Lord, the church will 
grow.  Many times, in the book of Acts, one 
can read about the early church growing on a 
daily basis (Acts 2:42; 5:42; 16:5). The early 
church grew by leaps and bounds because the 
brethren followed Jesus daily! A legitimate 
question can be asked, ñWhy are we not 
growing in the same manner today?ò 
Certainly there are many factors that hamper 
church growth in our time, but might it be that 
we have stopped living for the Lord on a daily 
basis?  

When we live for Christ day by day, the 
church will grow and be made stronger as a 
result. Pray, study, and work every day. 
Encourage your brothers and sisters every 
day, while you have opportunity (Heb.3:13). 
When others see you living each day for your 
Lord, it will likely influence them to do the 
same. Letôs give Jesus our all for 365 days, 
not just 52! 

Six Reasons Why 
 

Each Sunday morning, Bible classes for every 
age are conducted in our Sunday School. Sad-
ly, many members do not take advantage of 
them. Many children are prevented from at-
tending because their parents fail to bring 
them. Some are prevented by illness or other 
factors beyond their control. It is not these that 
cause concern, but those who can come, but do 
not. Some are slaves of a non-attendance 
habit theyõve fallen into along the way; others 
are simply lazy and still others do not care. 
The deep reason relating to all of these is a 
lack of genuine love for Christ. Below are 
reasons why one should faithfully attend his or 
her Bible class each Sunday. The love of Christ 
is at the root of each one!  

1. Satan is always seeking to devour us through 
temptation and false teaching (1 Pet. 5:8; 
Col. 2:8). Your Bible class will help you to 
resist him with òIt is writtenó (Matt. 4:4).  

2. Jesus requires us to seek His kingdom before 
everything else (Matt. 6:33). Your Bible class 
is a work of the kingdom, designed to build 
up the kingdom. Can one seek the kingdom 
first and refuse or neglect his class?  

3. Those who hunger and thirst for Godõs way 
shall be filled (Matt. 5:6). One who craves 
more spiritual nourishment will be in his or 
her Bible class every week, if able.  

4. Jesus requires every disciple to bear fruit 
(John 15:2). Your Bible class will help you 
have the knowledge and zeal you need to 
be a soul-winner.  

5. God wants you to grow in the grace and 
knowledge of the Lord (2 Pet. 3:18). We 
cannot grow in His favor without growing in 
His knowledge. Your Bible class helps you to 
do this.  

6. Bible class is either a good or an evil work. 
Even those who fail to attend would call it a 
good work. Godõs people are commanded 
to be òzealous of good worksó (Tit. 2:14).  

Oneõs attitude toward the Lordõs work is a true 
indication of his attitude toward Christ (John 
12:48).
